What is the impact of baseline cardiometabolic comorbidities (hypertension, dyslipidemia, diabetes mellitus) on subsequent likelihood of virologic suppression as mediated by ARV adherence and visit adherence? 
What is the association of baseline cardiometabolic comorbidities on subsequent falling out of care (no primary HIV provider visit for >12 months) among these patients?

Among those with cardiometabolic co-morbidities at baseline, how does control at baseline relate to subsequent likelihood of virologic suppression?
