They found that the increase in rates of recovery appears to be associated with a net decrease in the heart transplant waiting-list size.

Mike Wells, MD (Associate Professor, Pulmonary, Allergy and Critical Care) was published in the Annals of the American Thoracic Society for investigating the safety of performing multiple sampling methods during bronchoscopy procedures. He used 4 to 5 different sampling methods in multiple sites in both lungs. Overall, the comprehensive procedure they developed was well tolerated with adverse events occurring in fewer than 7% of study participants, similar to frequencies observed in bronchoscopies with less complex sampling methods, which suggested that this method is well tolerated and has utility for future COPD research.
