Request Transcripts

Depending on which transcript service the prior
institution uses, applicants should use gradschool@uab.edu as the email address or select the
University of Alabama at Birmingham, Graduate Admissions as the receiving university. Transcripts
forwarded from a student's email account will not be considered official.

Electronic transcripts are preferred

The UAB School of Nursing does not accept unofficial transcripts for the application review process,
and will only review official transcripts sent from the transcript service the Institution uses or directly
from the Institution.

Three (3) letters of recommendation: Letters should be from previous
faculty (preferably within the past 5 years), supervisors, or healthcare professionals (excluding
family members). It is highly preferred that at least one letter is from an individual with a
research-focused doctoral degree.

Specific instructions are given under the
“Supplemental Essay” section for required essay content and formatting (please answer all
parts of the question
e Resume/CV
o Proof of Enrollment: If you are currently enrolled or plan to enroll in any course work
please provide proof of enrollment and completion date.

O Submit/Application Fee: Submit application fee payment online through Salesforce via credit
card (Domestic applicants and green card holders fee is $50.00 and international applicant fee is
$60.00

Information for International Students

NOTE: Prospective international students must first contact the UAB International Admissions (email:
IntIAdmin@uab.edu; phone: (205) 934-4686) to determine eligibility to study in the U.S. and/or submit
an application for admission to UAB.

The School of Nursing PhD Program works closely with INTO UAB to provide international applicants
with admissions support, academic preparation, English language training, and other supportive services
designed to facilitate student success.

INTO UAB provides English language training and pathway programs for international students who may
not meet the requirements for direct entry to an academic program at UAB. Successful completion of
an INTO Pathway program, is required for progression in the PhD program.

All applicants must meet the PhD Program Admission Requirements. The following are additional
requirements for International applicants.

International Application Requirements

e Prospective students must have a bachelors degree in nursing equivalent to that offered by a U.S.
regionally accredited educational institution.

e Foreign transcripts must be submitted to UAB International Admissions for evaluation of
educational credentials.

e Applicants must have a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale on prior
college/university course work.

e Completion of a formal admission interview.

e Meet English language requirements. Scores on Tests of English Language (TOEFL or IELTS) must be
submitted and are used to determine student placement in a one or two-semester pathway that
includes English language coursework.

Requirements for Direct Admission:
=  TOEFLiBT 90 and minimum of 20 in each of the 4 test sections, or
= |ELTS 7.0 and minimum of 7.0 in at least 2 of the 4 test sections.

Requirements for 1-Semester Pathway:
= TOEFLiBT 80 and minimum of 18 in each of the 4 test sections, or

= |ELTS 6.5 and minimum of 6.0 in at least 2 of the 4 test sections.

Requirements for 2-Semester Pathway:
= TOEFLiBT 70 and minimum of 16 in each of the 4 test sections, or
= |ELTS 6.0 and minimum of 5.0 in at least 2 of the 4 test sessions
